






Once the rectangle is drawn, the software will zoom into the boxed area and leave the rest of the 
page the same.

Step 3: When you move your cursor/fi nger over the magic zoom rectangle a double-ended arrow           
(       ) is seen. When the double-ended arrow is visible a teacher has the ability to re-size the rect-
angle (larger or smaller) and thereby the zoom effect.
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Step 4: A teacher can move the rectangle around the page when the hand is visible. Click on the 
zoom box with a cursor/fi nger and whatever is underneath the rectangle will be enlarged.

Step 5: To remove the zoom to be able to view the entire Notebook page normally once again, simply 
click the “red x” at the top right of the zoom area.



Interactivity - Move and Reveal
One of the quickest to add interactivity is to hide an answer to a question behind of box. A teacher 
can use layering techniques to add a box over another box a teacher can just move the box over an 
answer to reveal it. 

Note: If you move the box off the page the box will not show the answer and will snap back to a posi-
tion covering the answer. Just move the box off the answer — not off the page.

Step 1: Type the question and answer.

Step 2: Add a background color. Whatever is used as the background color is also used to color the 
boxes that are covering the answer.

I added a blue background and 2 text boxes using the “text tool” at the top of the tool bar. The fi rst 
text box has the question and I changed the color of the text to white. The second text box has the 
answer and I changed the color of the text to red. To change the background color go to Format Back-
ground and click the color you want the background to be.



To change the color of text inside a text box, click on the text box to reveal the drop-down arrow. Go 
down to the properties and on the “Text Style” tab, click the color that you want the text to be.



Step 3: Create a rectangle using the shape tool.

Step 4: Add directions inside the box by clicking on it. In this case I added “Move this box to reveal 
the answer”. Make sure to explain what you want a student to do. I also left a border on this so I and 
the students can easily see it.

In order to change the properties of the rectangle so that you can change the background you have to 
select it using the “Select” on the top tool bar tool.



To change the background color of a box, select the box using the “Select” tool, click on the drop-
down menu button and click properties.

Change the “Fill Effects” color to match the background. An optional step is to create a border around 
the box in another color to make it easy to see by “Line Style” and changing the color of the border.



Now, I can move the box I made to reveal the answer. This technique can be used for any number of 
questions/answers.
